* LEF: Local Education Fund (sometimes have a reform
agenda for low income schools PEN.orQ)

» LEF: Local Education Foundation, used by many schools
today in CA and FL.

» BOD: Board of Directors

» BOE: Board of Education

e ED: Executive Director

e GWT: Generational Wealth Transfer

» SF: School Foundations refer to organizations qualified
as public charities under 501(c)3 of the Internal Revenue
Code.
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K-12 Foundations Defined

» School foundations are “privately operated,
nonprofit organizations established to assist
public schools” and who qualify as charitable
organizations, “different from school districts,
public institutions or local governments” (Clay,
Hughes, Seely & Thayer, 1985).

» Charitable foundations are legal entities
separate from school districts, governed by their
own board of directors typically consisting of
parents, community leaders, business people,
alumni, and educators.
